You should listen to Midtown Dickens because they can turn an
innocent video game into pertinent social commentary and still be
cute (read: not be obnoxious) about it.

They are also just fun people: they’re comfortable at a café
table in Durham, entertaining thousands at a pride festival, dancing
with metal heads in rural North Carolina, or just driving up the east
coast in a cavalcade of vans with friends and fellow musicians to play
their merry (and sometimes surly) songs.
